Chief Sullivan Response: The Hamden PD takes domestic violence complaints very seriously. Officer Brewer is the assigned officer on domestic violence cases and has conducted follow ups on DV incidents, and mental health cases.

Hamden Action Now- How are we addressing the Newhallville Shooting? Hamden crime watchers insist that crime is coming from New Haven. What investigations are going on and what collaboration with New Haven? 

Chief Sullivan Response: The suspect was arrested from the Helen Street shooting. Hamden Police did collaborate with the New Haven Police Department on the shooting investigation. Patrols have increased in the Newhallville area.



David Hurts, Hamden, CT resident- Is there a lot of drinking and driving in nearby neighborhoods, is it a problem here?

Chief Sullivan Response: Hamden Police department make a strong effort to get anyone under the influence off the road to keep the public safe.

Chief Sullivan Response: He will contact the New Haven Chief of Police and discuss having a community forum for the public.
